Ross’s main role in the
Parliament is to represent his
constituents: replying to letters
and emails; asking questions in
Parliament and submitting
motions on constituency
matters. Topics he has
highlighted recently include:
Retention of jobs at Hewlett
Packard; Saving St
Margaret’s Hospice; The
Proposed Coal Fired Power
Plant at Hunterston; and
saving the League of Friends
Tea Bar at Inverclyde Royal. As a member of the Parliament’s

Health and Sports Committee,
Ross has taken part in enquiries
into: Pathways into Sport and
physical activity; Children’s
Adolescent Mental Health
Services; and has scrutinised the
following Bills before they
became law: Public Health etc
(Scotland) Bill; Health Boards
(Membership and Elections)
(Scotland) Bill and the Tobacco
and Primary Medical Services
(Scotland) Bill.

Education...

Ross has campaigned
strongly to keep the
maximum amount of
services available at not
only the Royal
Alexandra Hospital in
Paisley but also both at
the Vale of Leven and
Inverclyde Royal Hospitals. Ross has also fought against
the closures of St Margaret’s Hospice. Ross has supported
the development of community pharmacies in the West of
Scotland. Ross has spoken in Parliament on the need to
raise awareness on the health dangers from excessive
alcohol consumption and has supported the challenge 25
campaign to reduce under age drinking.

In the Parliament, Ross has
supported students by voting to
abolish the  graduate
endowment and campaigned
against cuts to University
funding. Visiting schools plays a
big part of the Scottish
Parliament’s outreach

programme. Ross has taken part in question and answer
sessions with primary and secondary pupils across the
West of Scotland. Ross has submitted motions to the
Parliament praising the excellent performances of local
schools and was part of the campaign for a new
admissions policy in Inverclyde schools and was pleased
an inquiry has been established into the matter.

As a former Minister for
Environment and Rural
Development Ross has
consistently promoted
Sustainable Development
and supported strong
measures to combat
climate change. Locally,
Ross has been trying to
secure a Parliamentary debate on the proposed new Coal
Fired Power Station at Hunterson. Commenting on the
proposed development Ross said: “This proposal raises an
important question as to whether any new coal fired plant
should be allowed to start production without carbon and
capture storage first being in place.”
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Ross Finnie is a Regional List
Member of the Scottish
Parliament for the West of
Scotland. Ross is the Deputy
Convenor of the Scottish
Parliament’s Health and Sports
Committee and is his Party’s
Shadow Secretary for Health
and Wellbeing. Ross regularly
takes part in chamber business
debating on constituency and
national matters asking
Parliamentary Questions and
submitting motions.

Ross Finnie was elected as MSP for the
West of Scotland in 1999 and was re-elected
in 2003 and 2007. Over his ten years as an
MSP for the West of Scotland Ross has
represented your views locally and in the
Scottish Parliament. In the last year Ross
has tackled a number of local issues across
the West of Scotland.

Ross Finnie MSP-
Action on...
When the financial
crisis broke Ross
campaigned against the UK
Government’s forced
marriage between HBOS and
Lloyds TSB which threatened
thousands of jobs across
Scotland. As unemployment
has shot up across Scotland
Ross has called for a national economic recovery plan to
accelerate capital spending plans to create jobs and also
give tax cuts for those on low pay to help in the recession.

Ross has always
supported the voluntary
sector through
organisations such as the
WRVS and the League of
Hospital Friends and
immediately lent his
support to the League of
Hospital Friends whose

tea bar was threatened with eviction by NHS Greater
Glasgow and Clyde. Ross lodged a Parliamentary motion
calling for the tea bar to be saved, lobbied the Health
Board, the Cabinet Secretary for Health and Wellbeing
and signed the petition to save the tea bar. NHS Greater
Glasgow and Clyde were forced to lift their eviction notice
but sadly refused to guarantee the tea bar’s long term
future. Ross continues to campaign for the future of the
League of Hospital Friends tea bar.

Ross quickly recognised the
injustice in the proposals to
transfer 42 houses from East
Dunbartonshire Council to
Glasgow City Council. Ross
quickly  gave his support to the
local residents campaign lodging
a motion in Parliament calling for
a full public inquiry into the
proposal and wrote to the local
Boundary Commission spelling out his total opposition to
the proposals.
